DEVELOPMENT

With ten hours of foothall a week, players will naturally
develop as foothallers across all areas of the game -
tactical, technical, physical, psychological and social.

Whilst with Sutton United, every student will complete their FA
Level One Coaching Qualification enabling students to take their
first step on the coaching ladder. The qualification will provide an
introduction to the Football Association and teach how to deliver
coaching sessions. The course includes practical development-
focused drills and is a perfect way for students to begin working
with younger players. Once this qualification
is achieved this will give students the opportunity
to apply for part-time coaching jobs where they
can develop their coaching skills and progress.
